Minutes of the meeting of Symondsbury Parish Council held on Thursday 10 November at 7pm at Symondsbury School.  These minutes will be agreed at the December Parish Council Meeting.

0001 To receive and approve apologies for absence:  Apologies was received from Cllrs Mawditt, Colfox and Roddy which were accepted.
0002 Disclosures of Interests and Dispensations: To receive disclosures of personal and prejudicial interest from Councillors and employees on matters to be considered at the meeting: None received.
0003 To approve the Minutes of the meeting held on 13 October 2022:  The minutes of the meeting were approved and signed. 
To note Planning Committee Meeting of 1 November 2022. The Minutes have been circulated to all Councillors.  The reports have been forwarded to Dorset Council.

0005 Defibrillator Project – At the previous meeting, Cllr Colfox suggested that the old telephone box in Broadoak would not be the best place for an additional unit, as it wouldn’t be seen so clearly and suggested it could be mounted on the wall instead. Following a discussion about the logistics, everyone agreed on a wall mounting. 
Proposed by Cllr Streatfeild, seconded by Cllr Evans. 
0006 Investment Plan: A short discussion about the draft plan took place. There was support for new/regeneration projects, particularly commercial ones.  Cllrs Evans and Hartmann took an action to review the plan in more detail and draft some comments for Cllrs to consider.
0007 Resilience Plans: Cllr Ainley introduced the revised plan which had previously been circulated to all Cllrs.  Cllr Ainley confirmed that she was happy to remain as the main contact, with Cllr Streatfeild as Deputy. The contact list needs to be updated and deputies for each area found – at the moment some of the deputies live in the same household as the key contact and the Cllrs felt that we would be less likely to make contact with people at the same address as there were likely to be out /engaged at the same time. The use of WhatsApp for quick communication was encouraged. The document name will be changed to Community Alert Plan and location of grit bins will be added, as well as traffic info before publishing.
0008 Grit bins: All the bins in the parish have been checked over for wear and tear and grit levels. It was agreed that the bin at Watton needs to be moved a few metres to the road junction.at Broad Lane. Clerk to contact the Council to arrange the move.
